theme, the only rule here is contrast. I rec-

ommend a dinner party with two tables—
one black, one white. You'll see here that the
Chanel dinner tables were set in opposites:

Event Quest set black plates and white nap-
kins tied with black feathers on one, white
plates and black napkins tied with white gar-
denias on the other. If you like, play with the
theme's connotations of good and evil in the
centerpieces: Guests will enjoy the angel in
the middle of their table and the devil in the
middle of the neighbors’. To reinforce the
glittering effect of diamonds, use cut-crystal

glassware and scatter the tables with tiny

crystals or white glitter. Think about keeping
everything geometric: Square chargers and
dishes, rectilinear flower arrangements,

flickering cubic volives everywhere.

The old-fashioned glitz of this theme calls
for jazz above all, but a fifties cover band
would also work during the cocktail hour.
For dinner and dancing, ask your favorite
deejay to dress all in white and mix his set
with a few jazz-age chestnuts. During din-
ner, consider asking a magician to wander
between tables performing simple tricks.
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
